containing some relevant information. In this essay | am going to comment on the data and express
my opinion on the subject of my project.

As can be seen from the pie chart, more than one third of the respondents (38%) study literature
to widen horizons, making this answer the most popular. The second most popular reply is to
escape from daily routine, with 22% of the surveyed opting for it. It is noteworthy that only a small
minority of the polled (10%) learn literature in order to discuss books with friends. (67 words)

Further analysis of the data reveals that the proportion of the respondents who study literature
to escape from daily routine is twice as large as that of those who do it to understand human nature
(22% and 12% respectively). It shows that rather few people in Zetland want to comprehend
human psychology through studying literature. (55 words)

Although learning literature is beneficial, there is a problem one can face: some works of
literature can be hard to understand due to the use of archaic words and jargonisms.
